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Jumping Up

Helpful Hints
EQUIPMENT: Shake can; treat or toy

POSSIBLE REASONS:
Friendliness

Anticipation/excitement

POSSIBLE SOLUTIONS:
1.  Wait for correct behavior: do not pet or attend to puppy unless all 4 paws are on the ground (standing, sitting or lying down).

2.  Guide the correct behavior: if the puppy has learned “sit” or “down” give the command “sit” or “down” when you or the puppy enter a room.  Then pet the puppy after he sits or downs.

3.  Ignore the dog: fold hands/arms and turn your back to the dog whenever he jumps up

4.  Correction: If 1, 2, & 3 above have been done, then you may try a correction.**

WHAT TO AVOID:
· Inconsistency: don’t discourage it sometimes and encourage or pe the puppy after doing it at other times

· Hurting the puppy: this confuses the puppy and undermines the human-canine bond

**Shake can Correction: Put some pennies or rocks in an empty soda can, cover opening with duct tape.  Put shake can behind your back; right after puppy engages in “bad behavior” say a brief, “EHH!” in a loud low voice.  If puppy does not stop after 2 tries, then after the 3rd “Ehh” enforce the voice correction with a vigorous shake of the can behind the back.  When puppy quits “bad behavior” immediately reinforce with praise and petting.
